APPLICATION
& SELECTION

The selection process of volunteers will be open from 1st – 20th of March, and on March 28th we will an-
nounce the selection results. If you are interested in participating email us your CV and motivation letter to 
volunteers@oazainfo.hr.
We will chose 2 volunteers per county and during the selection process we will take into consideration previ-
ous experience in gardening and/or eagerness for it, ability to contribute to project activities, gender balance 
and readiness to try out a 6 week vegetarian challenge. We know that most of applicants are not vegetarians 
and we thank you for your openness to try out something new!

ACCOMMODATION
Twelve volunteers will be accommodated in two apartments in Zagreb. In both apartments volunteers will 
share bedrooms with 2-3 persons per room. The apartments will have a kittchen, common space, Wi-Fi 
Internet connection and a washing machine.

VEGETARIAN FOOD

Food provided will be vegetarian as promoting vegetarianism is important to us from two aspects – sustain-
ability and nonviolence. 
To make this vegetarian experiment in sustainability (reducing negative ecological footprint) and nonvio-
lence (compassion and for other beings) easier we will have on our crew an experienced vegetarian cook who 
has years of experience working in vegetarian restaurants of Zagreb. During working week from Monday-
Friday he will cook for you a happy and tasty vegeterian lunch, while for breakfasts/dinners and meals over 
weekend you will be responsible your self.

COSTS

Costs of travel, accommodation, food, local transportation and activities will be covered by hosting organ-
isation. The travel costs of participant will be covered up to maximal travel cost per country according to 
Erasmus+ program distance bands. The participants will receive fixed monthly allowance of 90 € in national 
currency equivalent (HRK). Volunteers will be registered for health insurance provided by Erupean Comis-
sion.
